APICS – “Region”

The Region 7 Mission Statement:

“To be the leader and premier provider of individual and chapter education, standards of excellence, and information in integrated resource management.”

Note that this mission statement is a more granular restatement of the Society Mission; i.e., it speaks to “individuals and chapters”.

About Region 7

Region 7 represents 16 chapters and 15 student chapters with nearly 4,500 members and encompasses central and southern California, southern Nevada, Arizona, and 3 chapters in Northwestern Mexico.  Basiscally, the Region serves two functions; to provide a forum for the Chapters to network and share information and to act as a communication conduit between the Chapters and the Society.  The Region leadership is made up of all volunteers appointed by the Region VP (also a volunteer), who is nominated by the Chapter presidents and elected by the region members to a one-year term (although many serve for two consecutive terms).  The Region leadership conducts the quarterly Region meetings; attends the Society TEAM Conference, carries out Region functions, e.g., the Milt Cook Award process, facilitate Region VP nominations, coordinate the Donald W. Fogarty student paper competition, manage Region funds, provide chapter volunteer leaders with training, etc. Perhaps, most importantly, the region acts as an information and referral source for the Chapter Presidents and volunteers within the Region.

Each Chapter is assessed a Region fee, based on Chapter membership, twice yearly.  The Region uses these funds to support the following:

· Region leadership travels within established guidelines 

· Assist Chapters hosting the quarterly Region meetings for support requirements 

· Assist Chapters and/or individuals with funds when Chapter resources are not available 

· Permit the Region/Chapters to respond to targets of opportunity that will help in meeting fulfillment of the Region Mission.  

Region Meetings are held quarterly at one of the Chapter locations.  In general terms, the meetings consist of a Region Leadership Meeting on Friday morning, a Presidents’ Meeting on Friday afternoon, and a Friday Evening networking event conducted by the host Chapter.  On Saturday, there is a series of general and breakout sessions, which typically include a Region guest speaker, either a Society staff member or Society leader.  On Saturday night there is, usually, a “Saturday Night Event” planned and coordinated by the host Chapter. Each attendee pays for the Saturday Night Event individually, although some Chapters do underwrite part of the cost.  Each meeting typically has a theme, such as education, chapter transition, technology, leadership, and personal development, etc.  The Region Leadership, in conjunction with the host chapter decides the theme and overall schedule for the Region Meeting.  As mentioned previously, there are some Region as well as Society funds available to the host Chapter to defray the cost of hosting the meeting.
